Spelling:  Chapter 20:  Words with homophones.  Continue to study over the weekend for the pretest. 

 

English:  Chapter 3 will be the study of nouns.  The focus for the week include:  plural nouns, special 

plural nouns, singular possessive nouns and plural possessive nouns. 

 

Science (Mrs. Yahne):  We will begin lesson 5 this week on how animals grow.  We will read and discuss 

this lesson and work on our vocabulary sheets.  Please remind your child to bring their vocabulary sheet 

home on a regular basis.
