Before you go to 

the website please read the following:  If you did NOT complete online training last year, and 

want to do so this year, you must complete the Year 1 training at the website.  If you DID 

complete online training last year, you MUST complete Year 2 and you also need to 

remember your username & password from last year!  *Important! If you do not 

remember your user same and/or password or are just not too sure, then go to the Live 
Help Button at the training website and someone will assist you.  You must have the same 

username as last year‘s so that this year’s training counts for you.  When completed, whether it 

is Year 1 or Year 2, print off the certificate & turn it in at the FF or the John Paul II Office.  If 

you have any questions before you begin online training, contact Christine in the Faith 

Formation Office at 996-3842.
